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(a) Maldives Police Service has the discretion to perform a postmortem of a deceased to determine the cause of death relating to

(b) A postmortem performed pursuant to subsection (a) shall be carried out under supervision of a medical doctor and with the aid of a

forensic pathologist.

(c) Courts shall accept postmortem reports done regarding cases of murder as evidence in such cases.
